I made several errors, and I’ve corrected them  these answers apply to the corrected version.   Corrected problems are in bold.  Particularly surprising results are in italics.

1) Yes, but variables should be lowercase.

2) No—y has no value yet

3) No—symbols not allowed in variable names

4) No—missing semicolon

5) No—variable names can’t start with a number

6) Yes—String is not reserved, but it’s a terrible name.

7) No—int is a reserved word.

8) No—can’t put a String in an int

9) No—can’t declare x twice

10)  No—capitalization is important.

11)  Yes—but it will crash when run

12)  Yes—variable names don’t matter

13) Yes—Java ignores comments and white space

14) Yes—Java ignores the comment

15) Yes—Java treats the slashes as part of the string

16)  No—Variables can’t have spaces

17) Yes—but this is a terrible idea

18) No—System must be capitalized

19) No—ints only hold whole numbers

20) No—class is reserved

21) No—the brace will confuse the compiler

22) Yes—whitespace is ignored

23) Yes—The = does not mean equality

24) No—length() is called on Strings

25) Yes—but methods and variables probably shouldn’t share names

26) No—length() returns an int and can’t be stored in a String

27) No—missing parentheses

28) Yes—you can call methods directly on String literals

29) No—length takes no parameters
30) Yes—The empty String is a String.  The fragment prints 0.
